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 First of all, I want everyone to 

know how thrilled I am that we have       

a team doing this job at this point.       

Cassandra, Alison and I  are all on the 

same page.   We will share the work of 

what only one has done in the past and 

each of us brings a unique talent and     

experience to the effort. 

 As we are all now aware, the 

Lexington Arts and Crafts Society cele-

brates 75 years.  I joined it in 1969.          

I joined the Ceramics Guild and found a 

very special group of women with one 

man in the guild, Austin Fisher. His wife, 

Gerry was a weaver.  Soon I found myself 

on the board with Myron Fisher, Al Pitt, 

Howard Nason , Lou Zehner and Don 

Plummer. Phil Parsons was with us, too. 

Their wives were all members in different 

guilds.  Most of them were among the 

original founders. They were bankers and 

educators and handled an impressive 

portfolio for the Society. They loved this 

place and gave it their all. 

 The Sunday meetings each month 

were attended by many from all guilds. 

There was no Newsletter. There was a 

brief business meeting where LACS infor-

mation was disseminated, followed by a 

speaker sponsored by one of the guilds. 

Those meetings kept everyone up to date 

as to what was happening within the     

Society.  It was followed by an elegant tea 

with the majority of the membership   

attending.  People wanted to be there. 

 In 1976, I became President,    

because the 1st Vice president then didnõt 

want to take on the role of President.     

At that time, the norm was to have the 

2nd Vice President move to 1st Vice Presi-

dent and then become President with all 

that   training. Out of necessity, I jumped 

the queue.  I was 37, and I have to say,     

I had a wonderful time as President for 

one year. My husband was called to 

Washington in õ77 . éIt was then that 

we made the gallery into more of a     

gallery. We put in track lighting and 

made the original pedestals and cubes of 

homesote.   

 The Ceramics Guild had had an 

exhibition of our work on the gallery 

floor with sheets of cork as there was no 

gallery furniture. We used blocks of 

wood to punctuate the floor plane.      

Following that show, with the initiative of 

Tina Forbes, we made a lot of pedestals 

AND installed the track lighting you see 

today. We then invited potters from the 

Massachusetts Association of Craftsmen 

to exhibit with us. It was our first invita-

tional. 

 Until shortly before that time, 

Frances Bryant, the member-receptionist 

had sat in the kitchen, as there was no 

office. The building ended at the back of 

the Metalworkers Guild.  Frances        

answered the phone and greeted people 

who came into the gallery, and she sold 

LACS playing cards. She complained that 

the concrete floor was so hard, she 

couldnõt take it.  

 The traditional May Exhibit was 

when each member showed his or her 

finest work of the year. Few things were 

for sale, but demonstrations were held 

throughout the building.

This year, Jean has worked valiantly in the role of part 

time executive director, and we must find a way to 

support her successor as she steps down in June. We 

continue to call ourselves a volunteer organization, but 

we are a volunteer organization with some help.  

Susan McCleery and the Executive Committee have 

worked out what it costs to run LACS per square foot 

and not one of the guilds is meeting those costs.  

Something has to change.  

 Yes, these are challenging times for LACS.  It 

will take a real adjustment, many adjustments, but we 

cannot continue in the same mode. If we donõt change 

some things, there will be no Lexington Arts and 

Crafts Society. We must ALL step up to the plate to 

keep this very special place alive, productive, creative 

and realistic in todayõs world.    

 We know how special this place is and what 

an asset it is not only to Lexington but to the greater 

metropolitan community. We must catch up with real-

ity, bite the bullet and be prepared to spend more for 

the privilege of membership  We must all volunteer 

more time to relieve the burden borne by a few. We 

want the gallery to be an important focal point for the 

area, and our classes to be the best anywhere around. 

 We must find ways to attract and welcome 

new, younger members who will be able to continue 

and grow as we, the current membership are trying to 

continue and improve what our founders envisioned. 

We also plan to invite members of the larger commu-

nity to serve on an Advisory Board. We want to 

spruce up the building and show that òHere we areó. 

This is a ôHappening Placeõó. It does not convey that 

message right now. 

 Jean Hart has done an outstanding job in 

reaching out to the community, in establishing venues 

to attract new audiences as well as new venues for our 

members to show and sell their work.   We must ex-

pand upon what she has started. 

 As we celebrate our 75th anniversary, and head 

toward our centennial, we must think of our vision. 

We must analyze our actions, and continue to build on 

the past.  We are asking for your ideas, your time and 

your financial support. LACS would be nothing with-

out the guilds, but the guilds and members must rec-

ognize the benefits of being part of the larger whole. 

This is a very special place.   We are lucky to have      

it, and to have each other. With the help of every 

member, and an effort to attract new members, I think 

we can fly. 

   

 

A marquis off the front door drew attention to that 

annual spring event and drew a crowd. 

 Things have changed since then.  Our little 

secret here at 130 Waltham Street has evolved over 

the years. Our plant has grown.  We have reached 

out, and in some ways grown up and older in more 

ways than one.  We have become more than just a 

place for individuals to work at their own craft. We 

have so much more to maintain and to promote with 

a full schedule of exhibitions, sales and classes.    

 We have responded both to the market and 

to the needs of our members in providing more sell-

ing opportunities.  Recognition and value of unique 

handmade objects in the arts and crafts has grown 

throughout the world.  Sales have   become a major 

thrust of LACS not only as a way to support our 

members, but to help pay the ever increasing costs to 

maintain our facility. However, we have NOT        

responded to the economic changes of today.   

 Our plant has grown with two additions since 

1935.  And our expenses have soared.  Our portfolio, 

now in mutual funds has dwindled and our member-

ship has dropped.  Our membership fees have not 

increased commensurate with our expenses, or the 

economy though we are just instituting a slight in-

crease.  Our $50 increase in annual dues to $150 

equals $4.16 a month, less than $1 a week.     

 We are a unique organization and so privi-

leged to own our own building.  Let me use the      

Ceramics Guild as an example of what is almost a 

free ride. Each member of the Ceramics Guild cur-

rently pays $100 in membership to the Society, and 

$100 in dues to the Guild, and each guild member has 

$100 commitment to the fair. That does not cover 

the cost of the fully equipped studio at our finger tips. 

$300 a year, works out to $25 a monthé.Compare 

that to how much one spends on cable television a 

month? On eating out? Think what the cost of  main-

taining or renting oneõs own studio would be! Do we 

not have something close to a free ride? 

 For 72 years we were a volunteer organiza-

tion before recognizing that we had grown so much 

and had so many offerings. Times had changed in 

terms of hours members were able to volunteer. In 

2008 we took the obvious step in hiring a part time 

executive director to help meet our commitments.  

We all know that the choice was fraught with compli-

cations, and it cost us dearly.

The business meeting topic centered around the financial position of the Society and member participation. 

 

Approximately 60 members attended and 80 voted by absentee ballot. 

 

Susan McCleery presented a Power Point presentation which included: 

  - Society Mission 

  - Approved Society Organization Structure with defined areas 

      in which Members can contribute their time and talents 

  - Year Ending May 31, 2010 Budget Shortfalls 

  - Dues Increases 

 

At the January 19th Society Board Meeting, it was voted in to raise dues which would become effective June 1st 

for current members and effective immediately for new members, as follows: 

   Active Guild Dues  $150 

   Sustaining Members (non-guild)   $90 

 

It was also voted that discounted dues due to age will always be 1/2 of the full membership dues (at age 80) 

which is $75.   Those members who had reached 25 years of membership by February 1989, your dues will be 

1/3 of the full membership which is $50.  These are the same percentages that were used back when these dues 

discounts were initiated and have not been adjusted since when we have had dues increases.  (The full dues at 

that time were $30.  1/2 was the $15 and 1/3 was the $10.) 

 

There was much discussion at the meeting concerning operating deficits and ideas for improving the net income 

of the Society.   Based on discussions by members present, there will be further remedies discussed in addressing 

the projected financial shortfalls for this fiscal year and forward at the upcoming Society Board Meeting, February 

16th .  We will keep you updated. 
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     SOCIETY ORGANIZATIONAL CHART  
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 Responsibility for overseeing the activities and committees of the Society has historically fallen on the 

shoulders of one President.  This is too much for one volunteer. 
 

 The new Society Organization structure attempts to divide up these responsibilities among five heads.  

This along with the addition of two co-presidents, the Director and a vice president should provide the Presi-

dent with much needed support.   
  

 Committees/areas of operation have been divided up and include some of the following.  Most of these 

are already supported by Committee Chairs and reps from each Guild and this will continue.  Heads will  work 

with these groups as well as research and propose ways to improve, add new programs, etcé   Many members 

have already stepped up to take on a role in these important areas. 
 

 As you can see, there is an enormous amount of responsibility associated with the Societyõs operations.  

Every member should be contributing.  If you are not, someone else is carrying your responsibility.

 That is why I still believe a Director is 

neededéone that will bring real expertise as we     

go forward.  But if that is not to be,  then each and 

everyone of us must step up and not only work at an 

event but, Chair an event, volunteer your special 

skills in fundraising, technology and program devel-

opment.  As for me,  I will continue to do the public-

ity as a volunteer.   

 The ideas that will be forthcoming will show 

our serious financial situation and will suggest ideas 

where we can improve how we operate. 

 75 years ago our founders had an extraordi-

nary idea and the fact that we have lasted so long 

shows how unique and wonderful this Society is.

 Our Society is such an important part of our 

lives and it is you the members who will listen to 

our presentations and discern how important it is 

for us to work together to extend the life of the 

Lexington Arts and Crafts Society into the future. 

 I was president for two years and officially 

Executive Director for the past year, although to be 

honest,  after we terminated our first director I real-

ized that the Society had created the position       

because we had certain expectations.

 We had hoped that the Director focus 

would begin with Publicity.  We recognized that 

much had to be done to be considered a valuable 

asset both to our members and to the art-interested 

community.  We needed to show the people beyond 

our doors that we were not a òSecret Societyó, that 

we have much to offer in the high quality of our 

work, the opportunities we offer to educate in the 

arts and crafts and that our organization is enthusias-

tic and welcoming to the public.
