ABOUT THE SOCIETY - COME JOIN US

The Lexington Arts and Crafts Society was founded in 1935 when a group of artists and craftspersons met and drew up a
constitution with the objective "to foster in the community a more active interest in the arts and crafts and to encougdge drtistic
standards in the arts and handicrafts". In 1953, the Society was incorporated aspaofiblorganization. For nearly twentyears after
its founding, the Society carried on its activities in members' homes and in various public buildings in Lexington. TB&8ntte Soci-
ety broke ground for its own building at 130 Waltham Street. Designed by a fellow member, Marjorie Pierce, this art casiteriltv
entirely through the efforts of Society members. The building was dedicated the next year, and the first exhibit andeféieldierAddi-
tions to the building were constructed in 1965 and 1973.

There are four classifications of membershipin the Lexington Arts and Crafts Society: Active Guild, Society Sustaining, Junior
and Corporate. Most members are Active, producing artists and craftspersons belonging to a guild. Requirements fongstdimipe
vary with each guild. Society Sustaining members are persons who have an interest in the arts and crafts and a dewigste pathe
Society, though not a guild. Junior Members-{83years of age) are persons who are interested in participating in classesaalkd
shops. Corporate Members are corporations, companies and businesses who wish to be supportive of the aims, goals amd abjecti
the Society and whose membership donations recognize the Society as a service to the community.

The Society is currently composed of nine guilds: Basketry, Ceramics, Decorative Arts, Metalworkers, Needle Arts,
Painters, Polymer Clay, Weavers and Woodworkers.

Each guild has its own schedule of meetings, workshops, classes and seminars, as well as its own specialized tools and
equipment. Artists and craftspersons are thus able to work in a community of artisans with similar interests, sharing ideas andeexpertis
Our building has a large painters studio, a ceramic studio with kilns,eqeipped woodworkers and metalworkers shops, andeavers
room with numerous looms. The Society's Minnie Seaver Library/Guild Libraries contain an impressive selection of agtftsamabo&s
which are available to members.

A variety of exciting exhibits are mounted in our Parsons Gallery yemund by our own guilds, as well as by invited guest
artists. Guild members have an opportunity to exhibit or sell their work at these gallery showings, which are open freggefto the
public.

Numerous classes and workshops, both day and evening, are offeretb members and the general public at reasonable fees.
The public is invited to our monthly reception, which is usually held the first or second Sunday of the month, and oftdesiacl
speaker/demonstration or entertainment.

Scholarships from an Art Scholarship Fundare available to graduating seniors from Lexington High School. In addition, our
Scholarship Committee provides continuing support to scholarship recipients in furthering their art careers at accreditetitations.

The Society has three annual sales the October Annual Fundraising Fair, December Holiday Marketplace and July/August
Artisans Market, at which the public can purchase quality arts and crafts.

Annual Society Dues: Active Guild Member $150; Society Sustaining Member $100. Guild Dues are additional. An Orientation
